How to Use:

1. Remove eBlock from packaging, and pull white tab to activate. Your new eBlock does not have an on/off switch, rather it goes into power-save mode when not in use. This function is completely automatic. 

2. If you don’t intend to use more than 1 Voice eBlock within 5-6 feet of each other skip to step 5.

3. On the back of the eBlock, there are 3 dip switches. These switches are used to give your voice eBlock an identity or name. You will have to say the eBlock’s name, then the command in order to operate your Voice eBlock. Locate the desired name on the chart below and set the dip switches to the corresponding configuration. You can have up to 8 eBlocks with distinct names within proximity of each other. Ex. Configuration is: One, speak “One Yes” or “One No”

4. Unless you intend to control more than one eBlock with one command, make sure that each eBlock has a distinct name. If your eBlocks are farther than 5’- 6’ from each other this is not an issue. The default configuration for each eBlock is the name “One”.

5. Speak in a clear, slightly higher than normal, voice. Speak the eBlock’s name then the command ( Yes or No). 

6. Connect your eBlock’s output to the corresponding input of the eBlock you wish to control/receive. 

Notes:

· As with all eBlocks, batteries will die faster if the eBlock is used more frequently. To insure long battery life, place your eBlock in an area that has low ambient noise.
